At a Glance

· More than 2,720 inspections of damaged properties have been conducted.

· Nearly 97 percent of inspections are complete; 10 inspectors are in the field.
· More than 2,010 households have been approved for disaster assistance. Federal disaster responders have approved more than $10.1 million for survivors, including more than $5.8 million for housing assistance. This includes 99 maximum grants.
· A total of 4,853 families in designated counties have registered for FEMA assistance.

· More than 2,692 visits have been made to disaster recovery centers by affected people.

· 21 counties are declared for Individual Assistance which may provide temporary housing, basic home repairs and other serious disaster-related needs. Applicants also are eligible for SBA low-interest disaster loans.

SBA 

· SBA has approved $3,732,800 in low-interest loans to homeowners in Kentucky.
· The U.S. Small Business Administration is opening two Disaster Loan Outreach Centers (DLOCs) and a Business Recovery Center on Monday, April 2.  The SBA centers will continue to provide one-on-one assistance to homeowners, renters and business owners seeking disaster assistance for losses.

· DLOC:  Kenton County – Goshen Christian Center, Morning View 
· Business Recovery Center:  Johnson County – Paintsville Recreation Center, Paintsville
Public Assistance
· 14 counties are designated for Public Assistance.  Seven were designated on Friday, March 16. An additional seven counties were designated for Public Assistance on Wednesday, March 20. 

· Public Assistance provides funds to the Commonwealth and designated counties to repair, restore, reconstruct, or replace public facilities or infrastructure damaged or destroyed by the disaster.
Mitigation
· Mitigation is approved for the entire Commonwealth of Kentucky under this declaration.  

· Continuing through Sunday, April 1, FEMA Mitigation specialists are offering advice and information on rebuilding safer and stronger at Walmart stores in Morehead (Rowan County), Paintsville (Johnson County), London (Laurel) and Louisa (Lawrence County) from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m.  
· Next week, beginning Tuesday, April 3, FEMA Mitigation specialists will be on hand at Louisa Hardware & Building Supply (Lawrence County) and R & J Building Supply in Lovely (Martin County).

General

· FEMA currently has 230 disaster assistance employees in Kentucky working to help the Commonwealth and its citizens recover from this disaster; 14 Kentucky DAEs are assigned to this operation.  FEMA advertized for 7 local hire positions; 11 have been interviewed; two have been hired pending background clearance; two others are under consideration.  The remaining positions have applications under review.

· More than 250 voluntary agencies have rushed to aid Kentucky following the tornados and storms.
